Host 1:



Good afternoon and welcome to Jerusalem's Got Talent 4!  I'm  Samuel and  this is 
Rebecca and we are so excited about our show today!  In just a matter of minutes you will be 
treated to an amazing array of talents and gifts shared by our contestants, all hoping to be the 
one selected to share their gift with the new born king Immanuel!

Host 2:



But before we get started with the talents I think it is important to introduce you to our 


judges 
for the show.  Let's have a big round of applause for the Three Wise Men!

[clapping]

Host 2:



The three Wise Men have journeyed far to reach us here in Jerusalem.  Many months 
ago they saw a strange star in the sky and learning that it was marking the birth of a special 
child they began a trip to Bethlehem to meet this King.

Wise-man 1:



That's right Rebecca we learned that this star was over Bethlehem and so we set out to 
bring this new king gifts of gold, frankincense and myrrh.  

Wise-man 2: 



But along the way we began to think that these gifts were amazing gifts for a regular king, 
all the things he would need to get started right, but that they lacked a little something...they 
were not quite special enough.

So we thought of this great idea!  Why don't we find a person with a super great talent 
and have them go with us and share that gift with this baby king.

So what have you found?

We have been conducting searches in towns and villages all over the land for several 
weeks and today's contestants represent the best of those contests!

We have seen some amazing talents, and some that were....well...lets see...ummmm

So this afternoon you are going to choose the ONE talent to share with this new 
king...whose name I hear is Jesus?

Yep!  Today we pick the other gift that is worthy of being shared with Jesus!  We know 
of these amazing talents ONE will be the right one.

Host 2:  



Well then, when we get back from this commercial break let's get to it!

Commercial

[While Spokesman reads the sheep will come wandering in and a shepherd will be trying to find one.  Shepherd stops and pays attention once spokesman starts talking about the product! Then gets excited as the narrator describes the product.  Sheep continue to just mull around.  ]

Spokesman 1:



Are you constantly having to track down a lost sheep?  Are you spending lots of time 


looking for that sheep that just can't seem to stay with the group?  Are you worried that while 
you are gone something will happen to the other 99?

Spokesman 2:



Well worry no more!  Introducing the revolutionary new product from Trident 
Industries...the Lambicator!  This amazing product helps you locate your lambs whenever they 
leave the flock.  No more crawling through thickets and down into valleys hoping to spot that 
fuzzy little sheep!

Well I think that it is quite cute.

In fact you learning to play the drums is quite Inspirational.

We have just been told you taught yourself to play.  Is that true?

LDB:



Well yes it is, and it is a talent I would love to share for the new king Jesus!

Host 2: 



This is highly unusual, you were not on our schedule for competition...but I guess we 
want to send the best gift we can!  Wise Men...?

[crowd claps]

Host 1:




We are over half of the way through the competition and I still don't see a clear favorite for 
the winner...but maybe our next act will be just that!  Let's hear it for one of our favorite groups 
in the competition...The Junior Choir of Raytown Christian Church!

[sing song]

Host 2:



Let's hear it again for the Junior Choir!  We will be right back to hear what the judges 
think after this commercial break:

[commercial for church activities in December]

Welcome back to the finale of Jerusalem's Got Talent 4!  Let's see what our judges 
thought of the Junior Choir's offering!

Well Rebecca, I am just not sure I can pick a winner!

I agree Samuel!  I am really glad that I am not one of the judges! Let's bring all the 
contestants up right now!

[All of the contestants will come up onto the “stage” for this part of the drama]

Host 1:



Speaking of the judges, let's see what they have decided!  I can't wait to see who they 
have chosen!

Host 2:



It is a pretty great prize for winning this contest!  I wish I got to share my talent with a 
king!  Judges!  Who do you choose?

W1:



Well, we have been working hard to choose the winner.

W2:



They all did so well, and we spent a lot of time talking about this!

[drum roll]

W3:



And we have decided that every single contestant should get to share their talent with 
Jesus!

[Contestants go wild!]

W1:



That's right!  We think that every single person has a gift to share with Jesus!

W2: 



It doesn't matter if it is singing, or dancing or drawing...

W3:



Or building things, or playing a sport, or caring for people who need help...

W1:



Or any of the thousands of other talents each of us might have, all of them should be 
given to Jesus...Not just ONE!

Host 1:



Rebecca, it sounds to me like they have declared ALL of us winners!

Host 2:



I think that's right Samuel!  Each of us is worthy of bringing our gifts to Jesus.  What a 
wonderful blessing!

Host 1:



Well it seems we are out of time!  For Rebecca, the Wise Men, and all the folks here at 
Jerusalem's Got Talent, and me, Samuel, we thank you for joining us and we look forward to 
seeing you as you share your talents with Jesus!

[Lots of waving and kisses being blown by all the acts/hosts.  Acts and Hosts leave the stage and the Wise Men prepared to walk down center aisle as the narrator and the K-5 class helps to act out the rest of the story]

Narrator:



After the competition was over the Wise Men set out for Bethlehem.  And there, ahead 
of them, was the star that they had seen leading them onward until it stopped over the place 
where the child was. When they saw that the star had stopped, they were overwhelmed with joy. 
On entering the house, they saw the child with Mary his mother; and they knelt down and paid 
him homage. Then, opening their treasure chests, they offered him gifts of gold, frankincense, 
and myrrh.



Mary was very happy that they came to offer these gifts to her new baby Jesus, but the 
Wise Men knew the great secret!  They knew that these gifts were worthless compared to the 
gifts of talents that would soon be shared with Jesus by so many people!

[The characters freeze and the Children's worship kids come up and say “I will share_______ with Jesus” until all have shared.  When they are done the congregation will be invited to go and share their gifts and talents with Jesus.]
